(B) : The exit access travel distance is no greater than 100 feet.
(C) : Wireless or hardwired smoke and carbon monoxide detectors are installed in the loft and in all loft rooms. The smoke and carbon monoxide detectors must be interconnected with all other smoke and carbon monoxide detectors in the dwelling unit.
· Exception 4: If the sill height of the opening is greater than 48” above the finish floor, then a ladder or steps can be installed to access the opening that meet all of the following criteria:
(A) : The ladder or steps must be permanently installed.
(B) : Ladder rungs or steps must have an inside clear width of at least 12”.
(C) : Ladder rungs or steps shall project no less than 3” from the wall.
(D) : Ladder rungs or steps shall be spaced not more than 18” on-center vertically for the full height between the floor and opening.
(E) : The ladder or steps must be centered directly under the operable part of the window.
